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1. Authorization Code
Description

New Type authorization code is applied to ipLDK system.
There were two type authorization codes in ipLDK. 

One is five digit fixed authorization code, and the other is flexible digit authorization code.

Newly added type is Station number with flexible authorization code or Auth code bin number with flexible 
authorization code.

PGM 161 – F21 is changed as followings.
User can choose one menu of 3 kinds of menus.

1. 5 digit authorization code enable. – Name is 5 DIGIT AUTH CODE.
2. Flexible digit authorization code enable.- Name is FLEXIBLE AUTH CODE.
3. Newly added authorization code enable – Name is EXTEND AUTH CODE.
In case of 5 DIGIT AUTH CODE or FLEXIBLE AUTH CODE, it is not allowed to duplicate each auth code.
But, in case of EXTEND AUTH CODE, it is allowed to duplicate each auth code.

That means, station 100 auth code can be set to 1234567.

And station 110 auth code can be set to 1234567, and Bin 789 auth code can be set to 1234567, ALSO.

In case of ipLDK300 system, there are 1000 bin auth tables

In case of Bin 001 to 300, Station number with flexible authorization code is used.

In case of Bin 301 to 1000, Auth code bin number with flexible authorization code.is used.
Same way is applied to another system.

Operation

1. To Register and To Change Authorization code
A. This is same to current flexible authorization code.

2. To Enter the Station number with Authorization code.
A. Dial the station number for the station authorization code.
B. Dial the corresponding authorization code.
C. If station number and authorization code is matched with table, user can continue to next process.
3. To Enter the Auth code bin  number with Authorization code.

A. Dial ‘*’.
B. Dial Authorization table index. (ipLDK-20: 001 ~ 200, ipLDK-100: 001~500 , ipLDK-300/300E: 0001 ~ 1000/2000)
C. If  bin number and authorization code is matched with table, user can continue to next process.
Conditions

1. Extend Auth Code length can be set 3 – 11 digit same as FLEXIBLE AUTH CODE.
2. If PGM 161 – F21 value is changed to another value, all authorization codes that is previously programmed are initialized.

3. Extend Auth Code initial value is 000.
4. In case of Flexible Auth Code, when input auth code, there is auth end code (#). ( This is previously existed.

5. In case of Extend Auth Code, when input auth code, there is no auth end code.

6. The usage for Extend Auth Code is same as previously existed auth code. (Ex : Station Account Code, Co Group Account Code….)

2. Extended Call Waiting
Description

[Call Waiting] feature is allowed to all type incoming call.
Operation

1. DID incoming
A. A DID incoming call is routed to busy Station 100.

B. The DID incoming call goes to waiting state with change LCD and DID Waiting flashing late.
2. DISA incoming

A. A DISA incoming call is routed to busy Station 100.

B. The DISA incoming call goes to waiting state with change LCD and DID Waiting flashing late.

3. Normal Ring Assigned incoming

A. A Normal incoming call is routed to busy Station 100.

B. The Normal incoming call goes to waiting state with change LCD and Normal Incoming flashing late.
Conditions

1. All process is similar with [DID Call Wait] feature.
2. This feature is controlled by PGM 114 – F17(DID Call Wait).
3. If a station is busy state, especially ringing state(first call CLI is already displayed), there is no change in LCD display for the second call.

Programming
PGM 114 – F17 : CALL WAIT
3. Door Open with DISA service
Description

When Door Open is activated with External Control Contact, outside user from DISA line can control Door Open.
Operation

1. Incoming DISA Call is routed to ipLDK system.
2. ipLDK answer with system announcement xxx or system dial tone.
3. Outside user press Door Open code that is activated.

4. If Door Open code is normal, confirm tone is served, and outside user can hear system announcement or system dial tone again.

5. If Door Open code is not correct, the call is routed to DISA error case.
Conditions

1. .

PGM 168 : External Control Contact.

4. Missed Call Log with Ring Assigned Call.
Description

If Ring Assigned call is routed to a station or stations, missed call is saved in call log at pre-assigned station.
    Missed call is saved at a station that is programmed in PGM 141 – F16.
Operation

1. Case 1 - Normal Incoming Ring is routed to Ring Assigned Stations.

2. Case 2 – DID call is routed to a destination, but it is not answer, busy or error, call is re-routed to ring assigned station or stations.

3. If outside user disconnects first before ipLDK user answers, this LOST CALL LOG is saved at pre-programmed station.
Conditions

Programming
PGM 141 – F16 : Missed Call Log Station.

PGM 114 – F4 : CLI MESSAGE WAIT.

5. Networking Representative CLI
Description

When transit out call is established, transit out CLI can be used.
The transit out CLI is set at PGM 324 – F12 : NETWORKING CLI.

If this CLI field is set, NETWORKING CLI has top priority.
If this CLI field is not set, previous transit out CLI making way is used.
Operation

1. In slave system, a station tries to transit out call.

2. If NETWORKING CLI is set, this CLI is used.

3. If NETWORKING CLI is not set, and CO ATD CODE CLI is set, Master system ATD CLI is used.

4. If NETWORKING CLI is not set, and CO ATD CODE CLI is not set, slave station number is used for CLI.
Conditions

1. Maximum length of PGM 324 – F12 is 16. ( Cf) same as PGM 114 – F21 Long CLI.
Programming 
6. Co Base Call Time Restriction.
Description

With CO base PGM 141 – F17, Call time restriction is possible.

PGM 141 – F17 is CUT OFF time, and it’s range is 00 – 99 (minute).
If this timer is set to 00, then call cut off time is not applied.

Warning tone is provided 15 seconds before the call is disconnected.
Operation

1. Outgoing call and timer start to work.
2. Warning tone is provided 15 seconds before the call is disconnected.
3. If timer is expired, Co line disconnected forcedly.

Conditions

1. It is applied to only outgoing call.

2. If Call time restriction is enabled (non-zero), the timer is still applicable when a call is transferred to another Station.

3. If Call time restriction is enabled (non-zero), the timer is applicable when the call is placed on hold.

4. On the add-on conference, the Call time restriction is enabled (non-zero), the timer is still applicable.
5. If Co base call time restriction and station base CO call time restriction is programmed (CO Call Time Restriction simultaneously, the timer which is shorter has priority.

Programming 

PGM 141 – F17, Call time restriction
7. Outgoing CLI with Authorization code.

Description

When Station Account Code (PGM 112 – F20) is set to ON, authorization code is used for seizing co line.
Outgoing CLI is followed by entered authorization code index.
The following is example.

In case of ipLDK 300 V3.9A or previous versions, in PGM 227,  

Index 003(for station 102) is set to 33333, index 301(extended authorization code) is set to 55555.
By using P/W 33333, CLI was made station number 102.

By using P/W 55555, CLI was made ATD number.

In case of extended authorization code, if station 102 try to outgoing, CLI will be made station number 102, NOT ATD number.
Operation

Conditions

1. It is only applied to Nation code is TELKOM or SAF.

Programming 

1. PGM 227 – Authorization code.
8. Conference Group

Description

A station can make a conference conversation with using [Numbering Plan Code + conference group number].

Conference Group member can be assigned at admin program.

The number of Conference Group is 7.

The number of Conference Group member is 10.

Only stations can be assigned as Conference Group member. Co-line can not be assigned.

A station that makes a conference group call is conference initiator (Conference Supervisor).

When a conference initiator tries to make Conference Group call, if conference group member is idle state, ring is served to the station.  And No Answer timer is applied.

After No Answer Timer is expired, ring stops, and the station go to idle.  And, there is no retry to call this member.

If conference group member is talk state with anybody, [Camp On] feature is established to that station automatically.

    When Conference Group member answers the ring, he enters into this Conference Group call.

Operation 

In PGM 207, Conference Group 1’s member is set to 100, 101, 102 and 103.

1. Make a conference group call

A. A station 100 press conference group code + conference group number 1, or press flexible button that is stored [conference group code + conference group number].

B. Station 100 enter in conference state (similar as Conference Room with one member).
C. In station 100, if LCD is available, LCD shows [CONFERENCE].
D. Station 101, 102, and 103 get an ICM ring.

E. In station 101, 102, and 103, if LCD is available, LCD shows [Conference from STN 100].

F. If station 101 answer first, then two-way conference is established between station 100 and station 101 with conference entering warning tone.

G. If station 102 answers second, then three-way conference call is established among 100, 101, and 102 with conference entering warning tone.

2. Disconnect a conference group call

A. After establishing conference, all features are similar as Conference Room.

B. If station 101 goes out from conference, conference out tone is provided to all conference member.

3. Conference Member View and Delete

A. At conference initiator station, conference member view and forced delete is possible.

Conditions

1. A station can be a member of multiple conference groups.

2. If a station is not the conference group member, a station can not make a conference group call.

3. Conference warning tone is controlled by PGM 160 – F11.

4. If busy station receives conference group call, then LCD shows [Conference from STN 100] with Camp On tone.

5. When busy station receive conference group call with Camp On, if busy station answer the conference group call, then previous call is disconnected and only conference group call is activated.

6. If a member is conference state, then Camp On is not allowed. And the station can not receive another conference group call.

7. If ringing station receives conference group call, then Camp On is not allowed. And the station can not receive conference group call.

8. When Conference Group call initiator goes on hook before all the members answers, this Conference Group Call is cancelled and the ring at the Conference Group members stops.

9. When Conference Group call initiator goes on-hook on conferencing, already connected members will not be disconnected.
10. If Conference Group No Answer Timer is set to 0, then conference group ring is served to each member permanently until Conference group initiator goes On-Hook.
11. Station will not receive Conference Group call if has activated DND feature, Call forward feature, Pre-selected Message.

12. Conference Group call cannot be picked up by another station.

13. Mobile extension feature is not working in case Conference Group call.

14. This feature is not applied if station is ICM Box, ISDN Phone, DSS Console.

PGM 207 : Conference Group member assign(new).

PGM 182 : Conference Group No answer timer(new). ( Range: 00 – 60 sec, Default 30 sec, 00 means not apply no answer timer.
PGM 160 – F11 : Conference Warning Tone.
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
